It is hard to believe that a
flimsy piece of cloth with
holes in it could prevent a
death; yet, that is exactly
what an anti-malaria bed net
can do. At $10 per net, the price of admission to
a movie, a life can be saved from the terrible ill-
ness of malaria. Malaria is one of the largest kill-
ers of children in Africa, causing the death of a
child every 30 seconds. With a campaign to pro-
vide nets spread among many partners, including
the ELCA, the United Nations’ goal is to eradicate
malaria deaths by 2015. What a great prospect!

Please help to make the goal of eradicat-
ing malaria in Africa by donating funds for the
purchase of anti-malaria nets. Each net is $10,
but the end result is priceless. It is hoped that all
will give generously. Envelopes will be provided
in the pew racks, and an announcement will be
made during worship.

“Hearing God” by Dallas Willard

Sunday mornings, September 12, 19, 26

Being close to God means communicating with him—telling him what is in our hearts in prayer AND
hearing and understanding what he is saying to us. Itis this second half of our conversation with God
that is so important but can also be so difficult. How do we hear his voice? How can we be sure that
what we think we hear is not our own subconscious? What role does the Bible play? What if what God
says to us is not clear? The key is to focus not so much on individual actions and decisions but on build-
ing our personal relationship with our creator. The author provides rich spiritual insight into how we can
hear God'’s voice clearly and develop an intimate partnership with him in the work of his kingdom.
