Like other forms of ministry, the pursuit of
becoming a spiritual director begins with a sense of call.
| felt such an invitation four years ago while attending a
workshop in Fresno. | was intrigued by the possibilities
offered so | investigated several training programs. |
applied and was accepted by Bread of Life in
Sacramento (breadoflife.org). So began an incredible
journey supported by a faithful God and family, not to
mention this incredible community of faith.

There were many obstacles to be overcome on
this journey, the most significant
being my health related
limitations that required my
husband’s involvement as a
chauffer each month. The
monthly internship meetings
were emotionally, and for me,
physically demanding. Each
month, | found myself asking
“God, are you sure? | really
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the viability and cost of continuing. Finally, | thought |
had won my case because | sensed God saying, “Well,
you can't do two more years, certainly, but how about just
committing to show up in September to start year two and
then just take it one month at a time?” So much for
winning! What could | say? It wasn’t an unreasonable
request. Two years later at graduation (last month), |
shared how | felt a bit like Jonah & the whale, bottom
line... if God wants you there, you’ll be there!

So, what is spiritual direction? Spiritual direction
or companionship is an ancient practice found across the
religious traditions of the world. It is a covenanted
relationship between a director and a person seeking to
notice and respond consciously to the presence and
invitation of the Holy Spirit in life and prayer.

Simply put, spiritual direction is helping a person
directly with his or her relationship with God. It's about
answering a fundamental question, “Who is God for me
and who am | for God.” It is not counseling or therapy,
prayer partnership, faith sharing, education or discipling.

Usually a directee and director meet monthly, a
modest fee is agreed upon. The process might include
helping someone discover their natural ways of prayer,
listening for or noticing the activity of the Holy Spirit in
their daily life, discernment for decision-making, or
becoming aware of images of God that need healing and
transformation.

This summer | plan to prayerfully consider how
this new role will unfold under the CLC umbrella. For
now my priorities necessarily remain with the Worship
Leadership and Preaching Teams.

GIFTS (FRUIT) OF THE SPIRIT AND SPIRITUAL GIFTS
What's the Difference Between the two?

As | looked over the sermon themes for this summer | noticed that the “Fruit of the Spirit” was go-
ing to be discussed.

| have had the privilege to bring awareness about Spiritual Gifts through education to our church
family for many years. One of the things that is most often asked during the classes is, “What is the dif-
ference between Spiritual Gifts and Gifts (Fruit) of the Spirit”? So, | thought maybe others would like to
know. Hopefully the information below will give you a bit more understanding of the difference between
the two.
Spiritual Gifts

Our Spiritual Gifts are used in serving God and serving others out of thankfulness and honor to
our Lord. Spiritual Gifts have everything to do with the process of ministry. Some of the gifts you may
have could be: encouragement, faith, leadership, administration, hospitality, helping, teaching, counsel-
ing, evangelism, giving, discernment, knowledge, wisdom, shepherding and more. If you are a true be-
liever in Jesus Christ, you have at least one spiritual gift to share with others. The Holy Spirit is the one
who determines what your gifts are, not you or any other person. The Holy
Spirit distributes the gifts, as He deems best. When we talk about “discovering” our gifts, we are merely
referring to identifying those gifts that the Holy Spirit has given each of us to grow God'’s kingdom.
Knowing what your gifts are helps you to be able to develop those gifts better through servanthood.

Fruit of the Spirit

Fruit of the Spirit speaks of the graces or character traits of a person given by the Holy Spirit.
When the Holy Spirit indwells in us, he not only enables us to serve (Spiritual Gifts), but he also begins
to cultivate holiness, the evidence of which is a deep-seated “love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentle-
ness, goodness, faith, meekness, and temperance, etc.”

Both Spiritual Gifts and Fruit of the Spirit are the works of the Holy Spirit. Both are essential.
Both are manifestations of the Holy Spirit living and growing in us, but as you have read, the two are not
the same. The Fruit of the Spirit and Spiritual Gifts are two distinct workings of the Holy Spirit.

“All gifts should be used to glorify Christ and to benefit others.”
