“The thin part to an hour glass.”  That’s my 
greatest frustration in ministry.  I don’t want to be the 
thin part to an hourglass. 

 You know what that looks like, I hope.  The 
thin part of an hourglass slows down the flow of the 
sand in order to measure time.  That principle works 
well for an hourglass, but it is a disaster in the 
church. 

 In so many churches the pastor runs the 
show.  The pastor is the one who generally does 
most of the ministry, and is the one through whom 
everything must pass before it is done.  In these 
churches if the pastor doesn’t have his or her hands 
on it, then it doesn’t happen. 

 In church-circles this is called being “pastor 
dependent.”  I live in fear of being in a “pastor-

dependent” church. 

 The vision I have of 
what healthy ministry looks like 
is the opposite of the thin part 
of an hourglass.  My vision 
(which I believe has significant 
Biblical support) is of a 
community of faith where all 
who are gifted are using those 
gifts to do ministry.  I believe 
the church is at its best when 
every single person is doing 
what God created them to do 
for the sake of service of 
others and for the benefit of 
growing God’s kingdom. 

 The least that a pastor 
can do is help people discover 
their gifts and equip them for 

ministry.  The best a pastor can do is get out of the 
way and let God work through others. 

 All of which is to say CLC will be testing this 
vision this summer.  I will be on sabbatical for ten 
weeks beginning June 7.  During that time we will 
not be bringing in a pastor to fill in for me.  While we 
will have pastors available for emergencies, the 
ministry of CLC will be carried out by CLC members.  
Preaching, worship leadership, and pastoral care will 
be handed off to capable and faithful members who 
have been trained and who possess a high degree 
of character.  There should be no reason why CLC 
won’t continue to be a vibrant and dynamic church in 
my absence. 

 Insofar as many have stepped up in their 
responsibilities for this summer, I am appealing to 
every person who calls CLC their church home to 
step up your participation this summer.  It would be 
one of the worst things to hear that because the 
pastor is gone this summer our folks decided to 
slack off on their life of faith.  My expectation is that 
everyone will be in worship every Sunday they are in 
town.  My expectation is that everyone will continue 
to financially support their church’s ministry.  My 
expectation is that everyone will be involved in 
learning opportunities and ministry events. This is  a 
time to step up, not a time to step back. . 
 May God bless CLC as we truly become the 
church of God’s desire.  And may each of us 
discover the joy of widening the thin part of the 
church’s hourglass so that grace flows freely like 
sand through an open spout.

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Highlights from The Twenty-Third Assembly of the        
Sierra Pacific Synod  

The Sierra Pacific Synod met in Assembly with five hundred fifty-five in atten-
dance, including Ann Aakre, Jessica McGuire, David Lemon and Pastor Malison 
as voting delegates from CLC. 

 

The Keynote addresses were presented by Dr Victor M Rodriguez on the topic 
“Cultural Racism, the Multicultural Church and the Anti-racist Church.”  Dr Bar-
bara Rossing, LSTC, offered two Bible studies on the books of Acts and Revela-
tions and the Rev Susan Engh brought the ELCA Churchwide Report. 

 

The Transition Team presented its report about the relocation of the Synod Offices to Calvary, Rio 
Linda (temporary site), St Mark’s, San Francisco, and the Campus Ministry center, Fresno.  These 
moves are underway and should be fully completed by mid July at the latest.  Hopes for calling future 
Assistants to the Bishop to serve in San Francisco and Sacrament were also discussed.     

 

Resolutions passed 
Resolution 2010-01(s) Regarding Advance Health Care Directives (which encourages both study on 
the topic of, and completion of, Health Care Directives by all ELCA members) 

Resolution 2010-02 Regarding Energy Stewardship (which authorizes the establishment of a Synod 
Green team to encourage congregations to offer a public witness of energy stewardship) 

Resolution 2010-03 Regarding Biennial Assemblies (which urged  the Synod Council to study costs 
and alternative gathering options to annual assemblies) 

Resolution 2010-04 Regarding St Francis Lutheran Church and First United Lutheran Church (which 
affirms the full participation of these congregations in the ministry of the synod and urges their recep-
tion as congregations of the ELCA should they so desire and apply.) 

Elected as Synod Council officers were Douglas Miller, Vice-President and Lou Smith, Treasurer.  
Other Council members elected include Perry Gray-Reneberg, District A; Kay Valler, District B; Rev. 
Jeff Johnson,* District C; Mark Nelson, District D; Kristina Garabedian, District E; Rev. Jose Luis La 
Torre, at-large. (*Provisional on receipt onto the roster of ordained ministers of the ELCA). 

 

Thirteen voting members for the 2011 Churchwide Assembly in Orlando 
were elected.  They are Molly Calhoun, Peter Quam, Rev Stephanie Lord, 
Kathryn Beck, Paul Larsen, Pam Dannenberg, Rev Guta Yadeta, Christina 
Beauchemin, Douglas Daetz, Rev Khadar Khalilia, Margie Back, Terry Rob-
erts, and Rev Mary Sanders.   

 

The Synod Assembly also adopted a 2011-12 Budget as proposed which 
showed anticipated income of $2,457,000.
