Congratulations to the 
 Confirmation Class of 2010!  
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A friend told me the other day, “I really like 
what you’ve done to your church.”  I told him thanks, 
but let the comment go.  You see, I knew he was 
talking about all the building and remodeling we’ve 
done.  But for me the real building isn’t visible from 
the streets, and it’s far from over. 

St. Peter wrote about what the real building of 
the Church is.  He said, “Come to him [Jesus], a 
living stone, though rejected by mortals yet chosen 
and precious in God’s sight, and like living stones, 
let yourselves be built into a spiritual house, (italics 
mine) to be a holy priesthood, to offer spiritual 
sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ .” 

A huge goal of building the Community 
Connections Center was the creation of space 
especially for adult discipleship ministry.  It’s 

happening.  The space is being 
duly utilized.  Already, our 
ALPHA course has used this 
space, and will again for our 
next session.  We have hosted 
both CLAD and the Passing On 
Vibrant Faith events.  Small 
groups are meeting in the 
building, as is our prayer team, 
worship team, and choirs. 
We are far from done.  We are 
just getting started. 
In the months to come we will 
be working hard at firming up 
our congregational core values, 

re-visiting our mission statement, evaluating every 
discipleship ministry, making plans for the fall adult 
discipleship classes, considering more focused 
outreach to 20-somethings, and considering 
additional servant opportunities within our 
community. 

How can we build up those who call CLC 
their church home into fully devoted, unequivocal, 
deeply rooted followers of Jesus Christ?  How can 
we fulfill the mandate that Paul left for the Church in 
Colossians (1:28) to, “present everyone mature in 
Christ?”  What do we need to do to fill rooms with 
people who are engaged in learning, growing, 
discovering, and celebrating?  How can every 
aspect of our congregation’s ministry be effective in 
making disciples? 

The Community Connections center is a big 
part of what we need in order to answer those 
questions.  The addition of Ann Aakre as our 
Director of Discipleship is another.  But the greatest 
challenge is for each and every one of us to bring to 
the table a burning desire to be made into the 
people that God desires us to be. 

Only then will the Church really be built. 
If friends ask you what’s happening now that our 
building is finished, tell them, “We’re launching a 
new building project.”  And invite them to come 
along and be a part of the brick and mortar.

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A new book from respected youth and religion re-
searcher Christian Smith called Souls in Transition: 
The Religious and Spiritual Lives of Emerging 
Adults adds weight to a statistic that Christian lead-
ers have been tossing around for years.  Kara 
Powell reports on the Fuller Youth Institute blog: Of 
18 to 23 year olds who have ever made a 
“commitment to God,” 85 percent did so before the 
age of 14. 

The implications are as they have always been: It 
is essential for parents—and churches—to maxi-
mize their influence on kids with the hope of lead-
ing them into a personal and meaningful relation-
ship with Christ. From our perspective, that in-
cludes keeping open a running and honest conver-
sation about what we believe, why we believe it, 
and how we act on those beliefs. 

Of course, many kids come to Christ after the age 
of 14, as well—just not as many. But our current 
cultural climate is open to talking about religion and 
belief. A 2006 Gallup survey shows that 50 percent 
of students reported attending a religious service in 
the previous week and 75 percent said they pray.  
But, a more recent survey showed those numbers 
have dropped to 35 percent and 52 percent re-
spectively.  

 It’s never too late to get intentional about exercis-
ing our influence with our kids in regards to model-
ing and encouraging Jesus-following, and encour-
aging them to do the same with their peers.
