I have two axioms for you.  The first: The 
main thing is to keep the main thing the main thing. 

I have no idea who first said that (I think I 
heard it at a pastors’ conference), but I like it.  It is 
so easy to try to do too much and be spread too 
thin.  This is true for individuals and it is true for 
churches.  The key is to know what you are 
supposed to do and to do it as best as you can. 

Jim Collins, popular business management 
author, calls this “the hedge hog concept.”  He says 
that great companies have a simple, coherent 
concept which drives their business.  He describes 
the “hedge hog concept” as an operating model that 
reflects three intersecting circles: what you can be 
the best at, what you are passionate about, and 
what best drives your economic and resource 

engine. 
So what is our “main thing”, or 
our own “hedge hog concept?”  
It is reflected in our updated 
mission statement: 
To experience Jesus and 
live like Jesus, so that those 
desiring greater meaning 
will enjoy an abundant life in 
Christ. 
 In our previous mission 
statement we talked about 
being a disciple.  We still 
believe this is key.  But we 
have helped define what a 
disciple is (“To experience 
Jesus and live like Jesus…”), 
and have gone the extra step 

to identify the target of our mission (“…so that those 
desiring greater meaning…”), and we have clarified 
the outcome of our ministry (“…will enjoy an 
abundant life in Christ.”). 
 My second axiom: It is better to do 5 things 
10,000 times than 10,000 things 5 times. 
 I recently heard a best man at a wedding tell 
the groom this.  Though I am not quite sure what the 
five things he was encouraging, the principle behind 
it is solid: Let repetition and dedicated persistence 
be the foundation for developing dependable life 
values. 

Toward that end, we are lifting up five core 
values of what it means to live into and out of our 
mission statement.  These five values are key not 
only for CLC as a whole, and not just a guideline for 
the specific ministries of CLC, but an important 
guide for each member of CLC.  The five are: 

1.  Serve others unconditionally 
2.  Pursue caring and honest relationships 
3.  Discover and grow our unique God-   

      given potential 
4.  Practice grace-filled acceptance 
5.  Give generously to God’s glory 

 By giving attention to these five core values I 
believe CLC will have tremendous effectiveness in 
fulfilling our mission.  It will take work; there will be 
times we stumble and fall, and there will be times we 
celebrate success.  But through it all, may the 
kingdom advance and God be glorified!
